Air Automated Manifest System (Air AMS) Seminars

On December 5, 2003, CBP published a notice in the Federal Register (68 FR 68140) announcing changes in the Customs Regulations to require the advance electronic presentation of information for cargo in all modes of transportation, both inbound and outbound.  For inbound air cargo, such information must be supplied through the current CBP-approved data interchange system, Air AMS. Because of the significant impact that these rules will have on the trade community, CBP has previously conducted a series of seminars at several airports to present the major provisions of the regulations and policies and answer questions from the affected parties.
