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SCOPE AND FIELD OF APPLICATION

It should prove useful in the analysis of organic-inorganic mixtures or articles throughout the Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS).  The remaining material resulting from ignition may be used in further analysis.  Note that the residual material may oxidize or undergo other reactions.
