SCOPE AND FIELD OF APPLICATION


This reference is a guide to identifying polymers in raw rubbers, and in polymer (rubber) blends. The rubber can be either cured or uncured single polymers, or of specific polymer blends.  The identification is done by comparison with the pyrolysis-gc pattern (pyrograms) of their pyrolysis products.  Analysis presupposes a working knowledge of gas chromatography, and its principles sufficient to analyze and interpret the results consistent with the needs of Section Vll Chapter 40 Subheadings 4001 through 4002.
