BACKGROUND:

When the U.S. Customs Service was making programming changes to prepare for the allowance of claims under the African Growth and Opportunity Act (AGOA), it had come to our attention that these updates had caused some problems when quota/visa type entries were made for merchandise with an African country declared as the country of origin.  The necessary programming changes have been made to correct the problem, therefore, quota/visa type entries with an African country declared as the country of origin may be filed via ABI.  

ACTION:

All quota/visa type entries with a Sub-Saharan African country declared as country of origin may be filed via ABI.
