BACKGROUND:

This TBT amends the directive issued by the Chairman of the

Committee for the Implementation of Textile Agreements (CITA)

dated January 28, 1997.  That directive instructed Customs to

prohibit entry, or withdrawal from warehouse for certain wool

textile products that did not have an export license from the

Government of the Russian Federation.

Effective April 1, 2001, the visa stamp for export licenses for

certain wool textile products from the Government of the Russian

Federation will change from "MINISTRY OF TRADE" to "MINISTRY OF

ECOMONIC DEVELOPMENT AND TRADE".

ACTION:

Effective April 1, 2001, the visa stamp for certain wool textile

products produced or manufactured in the Government of the

Russian Federation has been changed from "MINISTRY OF TRADE" to

"MINISTRY OF ECOMONIC DEVELOPMENT AND TRADE".  Textile products

exported from Russia during the period of April 1, 2001 through

April 30, 2001 may be accompanied by either visa.  Textile

products exported after May 1, 2001 must be accompanied by the

new visa.

Shipments entered or withdrawn from warehouse according to this

directive which are not accompanied by the appropriate export

visa shall be denied entry and a new visa must be obtained.
