New Export Visa Stamp and Certification Stamp for Certain Textile Products Produced or Manufactured in Romania TC# TP 01-0663

NOTE:
This TBT amends TBT-99-058 and TBT-99-060 Export Visa and Outward Processing Program (OPP) Certification Requirements for Romania

BACKGROUND:

In a directive dated March 14, 2001, the Committee for the Implementation of Textile Agreements notified U.S. Customs that the directive dated December 9, 1999 (64 FR 69746, published December 14, 1999) has been amended.  The Government of Romania will issue a new export visa stamp and a new certification stamp as of April 1, 2001.  Both stamps will no longer bear the name “MINISTRY OF COMMERCE-DEPARTMENT OF FOREIGN TRADE.”  

For shipments of textile products, produced or manufactured in Romania, and exported from Romania on or after April 1, 2001, the visa export stamp will bear the name “ MINISTRY OF FOREIGN AFFAIRS-DEPARTMENT OF INTERNATIONAL TRADE AND ECONOMIC PROMOTION.“ 

The certification stamp issued for products exported from Romania on or after April 1, 2001 under OPP will bear the name “MINISTRY OF FOREIGN AFFAIRS.” 
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ACTION:

Either the old or new stamps may accompany textile products exported from Romania during the period of April 1, 2001 through April 30, 2001.  The new export visa or certification stamp must accompany products exported from Romania on or after May 1, 2001.

Shipments entered or withdrawn from warehouse according to this directive which are not accompanied by the appropriate export visa or certification stamp shall be denied entry and a new visa or certification stamp must be obtained.
