BACKGROUND:

In order to secure compliance with United States law, including

Section 204 and U.S. Customs law (19 C.F.R. 12.131(b)), to carry out textile and textile product agreements, and to avoid circumvention of textile agreements, the Chairman of the Committee for the Implementation of Textile Agreements (CITA) has notified the

U.S. Customs Service in a directive dated April 3, 2001, to deny entry of textiles and textile products from several manufacturers in Taiwan.

Textiles and textile products exported on or after April 9, 2001, and extending through April 8, 2003, should be denied entry from the following Taiwanese companies: Hong Win Trading Company, City Art Printing, Hsu Chun Mei, and Spring Information Industry Co., Ltd.  The importation of textiles and textile products by or on behalf of any of these companies is prohibited.

ACTION:

All Customs ports of entry are to deny entry of textiles and textile products from Hong Win Trading Company, City Art Printing, Hsu Chun Mei, and Spring Information Industry Co., Ltd. for textiles and textile products exported on or after April 9, 2001, and extending through April 8, 2003.
