Provide Customs with manifest and shipment data on cargo arriving on truck conveyances.
Can be an all-in-one manifest (bills of lading, crew, conveyance, and trip info), or, can be a means to send preliminary bills of lading to be linked to 358/Trip messages to form a complete manifest message.

Initial submission of manifest must contain at least one bill; bills can then be added / changed / deleted with the M13 segment, "Manifest Amendment Details". 

The following notes are applicable to US Customs only. If a bill of lading is manifested with multiple pieces of equipment in the same trip, the manifesting carrier will send one all-in-one manifest (309) per piece of equipment to U.S. Customs. If the carrier sends an all-in-one 309, he can list all applicable equipment numbers in the 309 set.  He does not have to send multiple 309's for each different equipment number. If the bill of lading is split over multiple trips, the manifest carrier will send one preliminary bill of lading (309) with full bill quantity indicated, and list the bill with boarded quantities in as many trip (358) messages as necessary to accommodate the partial transport movements.

This X12 Transaction Set contains the format and establishes the data contents of the Customs Trip Information, Transaction Set (358), for use within the context of an Electronic Data Interchange (EDI) environment.   The 358 message will include conveyance, trip number, equipment, Shipment Control Numbers (SCNs), crew data, date and time.  The SCN details were previously filed via 309 messages.  The transaction set can be transmitted by carriers an/or their authorized agents.
Empty pieces of equipment or Instruments of International Trade (IIT’s) will be manifested using the 358 in the VID segment. They will be identified on the Trip and USCS will recognize the equipment as being empty or IIT’s and generate the information.  
Changes in this transaction set have been proposed for adoption by ANSI X12.

This X12 transaction set contains the format and establishes the data contents of the U.S. Customs acceptance / rejection set (355) for use within the context of an electronic Data Interchange environment.  The transaction set can be used by U.S. Customs to report errors and discrepancies discovered in the U.S. Customs manifest transaction set (309), Customs Events Advisory Details (353), Permit to Transfer Request (356), subsequent in-bond (357), Customs Trip Information (358) filed by carriers.  The transaction set is also used to report the acceptance of a manifest.  These messages are generated with respect to data supplied to the application software, as opposed to the communications infrastructure acknowledge receipt -- see X.12 997.)

This X12 transaction set contains the format and establishes the data contents of the Customs Release Information Transaction Set (350) for use within the context of an Electronic Data Interchange (EDI) environment.  The transaction set can be used by Customs to supply carriers with cargo release and cargo hold information for import shipments.  It can also be used by the Customs Service to provide exporters or their agents and carriers and service providers pertaining to export shipments. In addition there will be messages for FMCSA and PGA releases.

If the carrier changes the port of arrival in the consist (358), USCS will send an event advisory message to the brokers identified in the N1 segments of the manifest as well as the carrier and secondary notify parties. To accommodate designated Customs Brokers, USCS will forward, via the ABI communications network,  the Unique identifier generated by the Manifesting carrier.  Status notifications (350) data will go to both the carrier and broker as entries are filed and releases obtained.

Empty pieces of equipment or IIT’s will not be manifested using 309. They will be identified on the Trip(358) and USCS will recognize the equipment as being empty or IIT’s and generate the information necessary for their processes from the Trip (358) information. 

The trigger for the 350 release will be a conveyance arrival message when the truck crosses the border, if entries have been pre-filed and there are no holds.

This X12 Transaction Set contains the format and establishes the data contents of the Customs Events Advisory Details Transaction Set (353) for use within the context of an Electronic Data Interchange (EDI) environment. The transaction set can be used by carriers to notify Customs of events concerning cargo moving in-bond, or of conveyance arrivals or departures. These events include the arrival of containers, or cargo covered by individual shipment control numbers or in-bond numbers, which have moved in-bond to an inland destination or which have been exported. Carriers can also use this transaction set to notify Customs of the arrival or departure of a conveyance for which an electronic manifest has been filed and for the transfer of custodial liability when an in-bond movement involves multiple legs.

The carrier uses the 353 to notify Customs of the in-bond arrival at destination which begins the 15 day clock for General Order.

The transaction set can be used by carriers to request authorization for in-bond movements and to add additional legs on to pre-existing in-bond movement.

This X12 Transaction Set contains the format and establishes the data contents of the Permit to Transfer Request Transaction Set (356) for use within the context of an Electronic Data Interchange (EDI) environment. It is sent to U.S. Customs to request a Permit To Transfer (PTT) for shipments moving in-bond.  This set is used primarily after the arrival of the conveyance in the port of discharge.

    This X12 Transaction Set contains the format and establishes the data contents of the Functional Acknowledgment Transaction Set (997) for use within the context of an Electronic Data Interchange (EDI) environment. The transaction set can be used to define the control structures for a set of acknowledgments to indicate the results of the syntactical analysis of the electronically encoded documents. The encoded documents are the transaction sets, which are grouped in functional groups, used in defining transactions for business data interchange. This standard does not cover the semantic meaning of the information encoded in the transaction sets.

1 - Communications infrastructure has received message, and can forward to application/subsystem.  This is recorded but not sent to the carrier who transmitted the data.

2 - Communications break in message, cannot forward message to application.  This is recorded and sent to the carrier who transmitted the data.
