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	Requirement

	A. ACE must provide the functionality to accept the filing of export commodity data via the ACE Secure Data Portal.  The ACE data portal must provide a vehicle for exporters, freight forwarders, carriers, and other authorized filers to file all commodity data required for filing an export manifest and shippers export declaration information directly to Customs via the ACE data portal.  ACE must be developed as a single window for processing export transactions.
B. ACE must provide a single sign on capability where ACE portal account users will be able to view their total account transactions.  In cases where account owners are importers and exporters, the account owner will be able to view all their account transactions by signing on to a single window.
C. ACE must incorporate the commodity data elements currently required by regulation and policy for SED and cargo manifest export reporting.  (See list of export data elements that may be reported for a commodity shipment – Source: AESTIR-October 2003) 
D. ACE will allow the U.S. Principal Parties in Interest (exporter) and/or their authorized agents to file export commodity information on their behalf via the ACE data portal or via batch input.
E. ACE must provide the capability for users to input data elements for crew, conveyance, cargo, and trip information via prescribed portal screens.  Screen profiles will be established to accommodate the filing of all export data.

F. ACE must provide a comment section for the input of pertinent export commodity information related to the shipment.  This would provide additional information to CBP for enforcement purposes, and/or to clarify special circumstances related to the shipment, i.e. split shipment information, special export license information, sold en route, etc. 
G. ACE must provide the capability for CBP to communicate information on the status of the shipment to the exporter, carrier, or authorized filer related to the shipment.  This will include the Internal Transaction Number (ITN), “Load” or “Hold Messages” from CBP, or messages to request additional information related to the shipment. 
H. ACE must provide the capability to make corrections or changes to the originally filed transaction(s) either via the ACE secure data portal or via EDI.  ACE must provide a simple user friendly method to make and document such corrections or changes even to add or provide additional information on the transaction.  This information must be available to all authorized users of the account.
I. ACE must provide the capability to track transaction statistics and compliance rates and make this information available through the export account portal.  ACE should make reports available to the authorized users on the number of shipments filed, the number late or in error, and specific details for each incident of a late report or an error.  
J. ACE must provide for a download and print capability for all information available on the ACE data portal.


	Business Need

	ACE must allow internal company systems to be linked directly to ACE.  ACE will support a “paperless” environment.  ACE will provide the trade with a single window to file all export commodity information and get detailed information on the status and history of their transactions as well as information to assist in processing the transaction through a single source.  ACE will simplify and streamline export transaction filing for the trade user.  This is not available today in any one system.


	Technical Need

	The transition from current legacy systems (AES and AESDirect) to ACE must be seamless so that exporters and filers are not required to make programming changes to continue filing their SEDs and manifest information electronically.  ACE must include all functionality currently available in AES and AES Direct with additional functionality prescribed in the export user requirement recommendations.  The ACE export portal will be an internet based system that will not require any programming changes by the filer.


	Benefits

	· Continues to support “paperless” environment supported by Census and CBP.
· Census, CBP, and the Trade will all realize benefits from supporting the ACE.   Information will be submitted “earlier” in the export process.

· ACE will provide a vehicle for exporters to transmit their own information (exporter is the party ultimately responsible for commodity information) – enhances accuracy.
· ACE will provide for cost savings by eliminating duplicate data entry (when internal       company systems are directly linked to ACE).
