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	Requirement

	A. Electronically filed transportation data from the carrier or authorized filer should update transportation data filed via the ACE export data portal by the U.S. Principal Party in Interest (USPPI) or his agent.
B. ACE should provide for the electronic filing by exporters and/or their freight forwarders of information required on the Shipper’s Export Declaration (SED) as defined in 15 CFR 30.63, and for the electronic filing of manifest and other transportation information by carriers or authorized filers, similar to that available via the Multi Modal Manifest.
C. ACE must provide the functionality to file export transportation data via the ACE data portal or EDI.  The ACE data portal must provide a vehicle for exporters (USPPIs), freight forwarders, carriers, and other authorized agents to fill all transportation data required for filing an export manifest and shipper’s export declaration information directly to CBP via the ACE data portal.
D. The following transportation data elements must be filed via the ACE data portal:  
1. Mode of Transportation, i.e., vessel, air, truck, rail, etc.
2. Carrier Identification Code (SCAC, etc.)
3. Conveyance Name (for ocean = vessel name)
4. Country of Ultimate Destination using ISO codes
5. Estimated date of exportation
6. Port of Exportation using code designation in Annex C of HTSUS
E. With electronic export data filed pre-departure with the outbound vessel manifest transportation data, the concept is that:
· On electronic export data filed pre-departure, the USPPI or his authorized agent 


will transmit commodity data and estimated transportation data. 
· The carrier’s or authorized filer’s transmission of the outbound manifest with 

         
actual transportation data will be associated with the export commodity data 


filed, and replace the transportation data submitted by the USPPI or his authorized 
agent. 

· In case of a discrepancy between the two sets of transportation data, the ACE 



system will notify the USPPI (or filing agent).
F. ACE must provide for download and print capability for all information available on the ACE data portal.



	Business Need

	The USPPI does not have actual transportation information until the shipment has been exported, when export details are provided by the carrier.  Requiring the USPPI to up-date and resend transportation information would be costly and labor intensive.

USPPIs who file pre-departure export data can only estimate the transportation portion of the data.  Often, at the discretion of the carrier, part of the shipment or the whole shipment may move ahead to an earlier vessel, or be “rolled” and exported on a later vessel.  In addition, vessel calls and ports of load are subject to change.  The ocean carrier can elect to truck cargo to a different port of load if schedules change.  Cargo may even be left behind in order to maintain vessel schedule integrity.  

Since the ocean carriers’ outbound manifest should accurately reflect actual transportation information, ACE should have the capability to automatically use the actual transportation information to up-date the estimated transportation information initially submitted by the shipper.  By the same token, the USPPI and his agent should not be held accountable for the accuracy of the updated transportation data submitted by the ocean carrier.


	Technical Need

	ACE capability to update transportation data by using the carrier transmission will allow simpler systems requirements and programming by USPPIs and agents.


	Benefits

	The USPPI will not be required to send a correction transmission to change or correct transportation information, saving both administration and programming expense.

Export statistical reporting would become more accurate and reliable with respect to transportation information.


	Risks

	The government’s finalized SED data may not agree with the USPPI or agent SED records, which could cause confusion in subsequent follow-ups for confirmation of information.

Carrier may incorrectly report transportation data, requiring USPPI or his agent to investigate and resolve discrepancies in case of government inquiry. 
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
