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Requirement

Automating In-Transit Shipments (ACOE Form 7513)

U.S. Army Corps of Engineers (ACOE)

A. Use ACE to collect data required in the Army Corps of Engineers Form 7513, thus eliminating the need to use the paper form to file the data.  The Form 7513 in-transit option is to be used for merchandise a) shipped in-transit through the United States and exported by vessel, b) transshipped in ports in the United for foreign countries, c) exported from a General Order Warehouse, and d) rejected and exported.  The data from Form 7513 is used by the ACOE to document vessel movements by port of departure.
B. The goal is to provide a fully automated interactive module within ACE that will collect the necessary in-transit information in order to assure export facilitation and compliance.  Automation will help remove the time consuming 7513 paper processing barriers that now hinder the flow on in-transit trade.
C. The in-transit data will be edited and processed by the ACOE to produce transportation statistics for vessel movements by port of departure.
D. The trade will be able to send electronic Form 7513 data in lieu of the paper Form 7513.
E. ACE will edit the data up front and reject errors back to the filers for them to correct.  
F. ACE will also be used to close out bonds for in-transit goods.
G. The ACOE will require a monthly download of in-transit shipments in a format to be specified by the Corps.
H. ACE will maintain or provide a link to the necessary instructions, rules, regulations, and legal references concerning the Form 7513.  
I. ACE will provide Schedule B Commodity Classification Codes, and Harmonized Tariff Schedule (HS) commodity codes for all reported commodity descriptions.


Business Need

The Trade finds the paper filing process of the ACOE In-Transit 7513 form cumbersome and outdated.  To align this process with other automated business practices, the Trade would like to see this form automated in ACE.

Technical Need

To minimize additional programming, and for sake of convenience we will refer to the Revised AESTIR requirements. All of the AESTIR requirements encompass the requirements of the AOCE In-Transit 7513 with the exception of three fields that will need to be added, namely US Port of Arrival, Country Last Shipped, and Date of Arrival into the US. The following is a detailed description of the requirements we feel necessary to accomplish the data entry, validation, and messaging requirements for the 7513.

New Data Elements Creation  

Create the following three New Data Elements. See also Appendix C. We recommend these be added to the Additional Shipper’s Commodity Information (SC2) Record where there is space available:

New Edit Creation on New Data Elements

Create new edits on the following new data elements relating them to the following existing data elements.

I.
New Export Information Codes 

In-transits can be reported with any existing Export Information Code.  In-transits that are rejected and exported will be reported with ‘RJ’ in the Export Information Code field.  Add ‘RJ’ to the list of valid acceptable codes for the Export Information Code field (Appendix E of the AESTIR).   Apply the same edits required for Export Information Code ‘OS’ to ‘RJ’ meaning complete shipment information is required. (For regular AES export information codes ‘RJ’ should generate a fatal error.)

a) Verify that the Export Information Code is not missing and use the following error message for missing codes: ‘132 FATAL ERR - MISSING EXP INFORMATION CODE’.  

b) Verify that the Export Information Code is valid. (See Appendix E of the AESTIR plus add the code ‘RJ’ as a valid code.  Use the following error message for invalid codes ‘133 FATAL ERR - INVALID EXP INFORMATION CODE’.

II.
Filing Option Indicator (AESTIR SC1)

1.  
Port of Arrival (AESTIR SC1), Filing Option Indicator (AESTIR SC1)

When the Filing Option Indicator is an ‘I’, verify that the US Port of Arrival is not missing and use the following error message for missing ports ‘082 FATAL ERR – MISSING 7513 PORT OF ARRIVAL.’ 

When the Filing Option Indicator is an ‘I’, verify that the US Port of Arrival is a valid Schedule D port for vessel. Reject as invalid if the Port of Arrival does not match the USCS PORT LIST in the Edit References Table.   Use the following error message for invalid ports ‘083 FATAL ERR – INVALID 7513 PORT OF ARRIVAL.’

C)
Verify that the Estimated Date of Export is within the range of the begin and end dates for the reported Port of Arrival.  Use the following error message ‘340 WARN ERR - OUTDATED PORT OF ARRIVAL’.  
2. US Port of Arrival (AESTIR SC2 new), Port of Exportation (AESTIR SC1), In-Bond Code (AESTIR SC2)

a)
Verify that the US Port of Arrival is not equal to the Port of Exportation when the In-bond code is ‘62’ (T&E).  The only exception to this edit is for rejected merchandise (export information code=’RJ’ where the US Port of Arrival will equal the Port of Exportation). Use the following error message ‘084 FATAL ERROR – PORT ARRIVAL CAN’T=PORT EXPORT’

b)
Verify that the US Port of Arrival is equal to the Port of Exportation when the in-bond code is ‘63’ (IE). Use the following error message ‘085 FATAL ERROR - PORT  ARRIVAL MUST=PORT EXPORT.’

3. Country Last Shipped (AESTIR SC2 new), Filing Option Indicator  


a)
When the Filing Option Indicator is an ‘I’, verify that the Country Last Shipped is not missing and use the following error message for missing ISO codes ‘086 FATAL ERR – MISS  7513 CNTRY LAST SHIPPED.’


b)
When the Filing Option Indicator is an ‘I’, verify that the Country last Shipped is a valid ISO Country. Reject as INVALID:



1) If  ‘US’ is Country Last Shipped

2) If Country Last Shipped equals Country of Ultimate Destination

3) If Country Last Shipped does not match ISO Country List including valid dates in the edit reference tables.

Use the following error message for invalid ISO codes ‘087 FATAL ERR - INVALID 7513 CNTRY LAST SHIPPED.’

4.
Date of Arrival into U.S.(AESTIR SC2 new), Estimated Date of Export (AESTIR SC1),  Filing Option Indicator 

When the Filing Option Indicator contains an ‘I’, verify that the Date of Arrival into US is not missing and use the following error message for missing dates: ‘088 FATAL ERR-MISS 7513 DATE OF ARRIVAL’.

When the Filing Option Indicator contains an ‘I’, verify that the Date of Arrival into US is valid and in the proper date format.  Reject as invalid if:

1) Date of Arrival into US contains any non-numeric characters.  

2) Date of Arrival into US does not conform to the format in century/year/month/day or YYYYMMDD.

3) Date of Arrival into US is after the Estimated Date of Export 

Use the following error message for invalid dates ‘089 FATAL ERR – INVALID 7513 DATE OF ARRIVAL’. 

New Edit Creation/Revision on Existing Data Elements

Create new edits on the following existing data element.

I. HS/Schedule B Number (AESTIR CL2)

a) Completely revise the edit on this field.  Verify that the first six digits of the HS/Schedule B number are not missing and use the following error message for missing numbers ‘134 FATAL ERR - MISSING HS OR SCHED B NUMBER’.

b) Verify that the first six digits of the HS/Schedule B number are valid.  Compare the first six digits of the HS/Schedule B with the first occurrence of the first six digits of the Harmonized Schedule B List in the Edit Reference Tables.  (Do not access the DATES in the AES reference table, just edit for the presence of the six digit codes) Use the following error message for invalid codes ‘135 FATAL ERR - INVALID HS OR SCHED B NUMBER’.  This error does not apply to the Export Information Codes that require limited information. 

II. Shipping Weight (AESTIR SL2)

a)
Verify that the Shipping Weight is numeric.  Use the following error message for non-numeric items ‘019 FATAL ERR - NON-NUMERIC GROSS SHIP WGHT’  

b)
Verify that the Shipping Weight is not zero.  Use the following error message for items with zero ‘138 FATAL ERR - ZERO GROSS SHIP WGHT UNACCEPT’.

C)
Verify that the Shipping Weight does not exceed 135,000,000.  (no in-transits for air 105,000 issue with Customs).  Use the following error message ‘8SW WARN ERR - SHIP WEIGHT EXCEEDS MAXIMUM’ for items exceeding 135,000,000.



Isssue with Customs

III. Exporter ID Type (AESTIR N01)

Do not allow ‘T’ as an acceptable code because Foreign Entities are not permitted as an Exporter ID for in-transits. The acceptable Exporter ID Types are ‘D’ (DUNS), ‘S’ (SSN), and ‘E’ (EIN).  Use the following error message for invalid codes ‘002 FATAL ERR - INVALID EXPORTER ID TYPE.’

IV.  Filing Option Indicator 

1.
New Filing Option Indicator (AESTIR SC1)

a)
Identify in-transits with an ‘I’ in the Filing Option Indicator field.  Add an ‘I’ to the list of valid acceptable codes for the Filing Option Indicator field.   Valid acceptable codes are blank (Option 2), ‘3’ (Option 3), and ‘I’ (In-transits).  Use the following error message for invalid codes ‘169 FATAL ERR – INVALID FILING OPT. INDICATOR.’  

b)
Apply the same complete shipment information edits required for Export Information Code ‘OS’ to ‘RJ’.  In other words, anywhere ‘OS’ is referenced in the edit, add an ‘or’ condition to include ‘OS’ and ‘RJ’

Filing Option Indicator and Mode of      Transportation (AESTIR SC1)
a)
When an ‘I’ is present in the Filing Option Indicator field (indicating an in-transit shipment), verify that the Mode of Transportation is ‘10’, ‘11’ or ‘12’.  Use the following error message for invalid items ‘100 FATAL ERROR –INVALID 7513 MODE OF TRANSPPORT’

  
Only apply the vessel edits for Mode of Transportation ‘10’, ‘11’ or ‘12’.

Filing Option Indicator, In Bond Code, Entry Number (AESTIR SC2)

a) When an ‘I’ is present in the Filing Option Indicator field (indicating an in-transit shipment), verify that the In Bond Code is ‘62’ or ‘63’.  Use the following error message ‘102 FATAL ERROR In-tran. need inbond’s 62/63.’

b) When an ‘I’ is present in the Filing Option Indicator field (indicating an in-transit shipment), verify that the Entry number is not blank. Use the following error message ‘103 FATAL ERROR In-transit.  Need ENTRY NUMBER.’

c) Regular AES Program has already been revised via CR 2000 0080 to stop allowing In Bond Code is ‘62’ or ‘63’ (Regular AES Program Revision).

Use the following error message ‘101 FATAL ERROR –INVALID 7513 IN-BND     CODE’

4. New Party Type Code (AESTIR NO1)

Identify an In-transit Seller with a ‘N’ in the Party Type field.  Add a ‘N’ to the list of valid acceptable codes for the Party Type field.  Remove ‘F’ from the list of acceptable codes.  Valid acceptable codes are ‘C’ (Consignee), ‘E’ (Exporter), ‘D’ Data Entry Center and ‘N’ (In-transit Seller.  Use the error message ‘007 FATAL ERR - INVALID PARTY TYPE’ for invalid codes.

     5. Filing Option Indicator and Party Type

a) When an ‘I’ is present in the Filing Option Indicator field (indicating an in-transit   shipment), verify that an ‘N’ is present in one of the party records to indicate the                  required in-transit seller.  Use the following error message ‘013 FATAL ERROR- 

                                7513 PARTY TYPE ‘N’ MISSING’ for entries without an in-transit seller.

b) Apply the party edits for consignee to the in-transit seller.  Do not require the Party ID and Party ID Type when the Party Type is a ‘C’ (consignee) or an ‘N’ (in-transit seller).  Continue to allow the DUNS number and a ‘D’ to be reported in the Party ID and Party ID Type fields respectively.   Require name and address but not the phone number.

c) Verify 1) the Party ID Type is ‘X’ when the Party ID is reported for Party Type ‘D’ (DEC) or   2) When the Party Type is ‘C’ for consignee or ‘N’ for in-transit seller and the Party ID is reported, verify the Party ID Type is  ‘D’ for DUNS.  Use the following error message ‘005 FATAL ERR - INVALID PARTY ID TYPE’.  

d) Edit the In-transit Seller in the same way as the intermediate consignee is edited.   For 7513 shipments, Party Type code ‘N’ (In-transit Seller) replaces an ‘I’ (Intermediate Consignee).   Change the code to read when the Party Type is an ‘N’, require the Party Name,   Address, City, State, and ISO country unless the DUNS number for the In-transit Seller is on file in AES.  Use the same error message number for In-transit Seller is currently used for intermediate consignee but notice the revised text changes listed below in bold. 

When the Party Type Code is an ‘N’ and a) Party ID Type is not a ‘D’ (DUNS) or b) contains a ‘D’ but the Party ID number is not on file in AES, verify the presence of:

1) Party Name (AESTIR N01) and use the following error message ‘090 FATAL ERR – MISSING INTRANSIT SELLER’.
2) Address Line 1 (AESTIR N02) and use the following error message ‘091 FATAL ERR - MISSING INT SELLER STR ADDRESS’.

3) City (AESTIR N03) and use the following error message ‘092 FATAL ERR - MISSING INT SELLER CITY’.
4) State (AESTIR N03) and use one of the following error messages ‘093 FATAL ERR –MISSING INT SELLER STATE’ for missing states or ‘094 FATAL ERR –INVALID INT SELLER STATE’ for invalid states.  If the In-transit Seller Country is "MX" for Mexico, edit for a valid Mexican State.  

5) Country (AESTIR N03) and use one of the following error message ‘098 FATAL ERR - MISSING INT SELLER ISO CTRY’ for missing codes or ‘099 FATAL ERR - INVALID INT SELLER ISO CTRY’ for invalid codes.
e) When the Party Type Code is an ‘C’ and  a) Party

ID Type is not a ‘D’ (DUNNS) or b) contains a

‘D’ but the Party ID number is not on file in 

AES, verify the presence of:

1) Party Name (AESTIR N01) and use the following error message ‘050 FATAL ERR – MISSING ULT     CONSIGNEE NAME.’

2) Address Line 1 (AESTIR N02) and use the following error message ‘051 FATAL ERR - MISSING ULT CONSIG STR ADDRESS’.

5) Country (AESTIR N03) and use the following error message ‘058 FATAL ERR - MISSING ULT       CONSIGNEE ISO CTRY’ for missing codes.      Verify the validity of the ISO reported      with the ISO country reference table in AES and use the error message for invalid codes ‘059FATAL ERR - INVALID ULT CONSIGNEE ISO CTRY’.

f) If a ‘D’ is detected in the Party Profile

information (NO1) record, we recommend that the DEC profiles get posted to, and edited against the Forwarding Agent table.  This means when the DEC is submitting data for the first time, the DEC needs to fill in the required fields that a forwarding agent requires. Continue to require Party Name, Address Line 1, City, State, Country.  But also require Contact First Name, Contact Last Name, Contact Phone and Postal Code.  

     6. SCAC (AESTIR SC1)

Apply the edit requiring an acceptable SCAC code for vessel shipments. Use the following error message for missing SCAC codes ‘105 FATAL ERR - MISSING SCAC/IATA NUMBER’ and the ‘106 FATAL ERR - SCAC/IATA NUMBER NOT ON FILE’ for invalid SCAC codes.



b)
Apply the edit requiring one or more of the following transportation data elements: Conveyance Name, SCAC/IATA, MOT, Port of Export, Port of Unlading, Date of Departure, Equipment Number.  Use the same warning error message when one or more of the above data elements have not been received for the shipment. Keep the same error message 360 WARN ERR - TRANSPORTATION DATA REQUIRED.

     7. Country of Ultimate Destination (AESTIR SC1)

Reject as invalid if CNTRY OF ULT DESTINATION equals the CNTRY LASTED SHIPPED. Use the following error message ‘120 FATAL ERR - INVALID CNTRY OF ULT DESTINATION’.

     8. Entry Number (AESTIR SC2)

  a)
Completely Revise the edit and restrict it to the following: 

Verify that the entry number field is not missing and use the following error message for missing entries ‘129 FATAL ERR - MISSING ENTRY NUMBER’.

  b) Verify that the entry number is valid. Reject

     as invalid if:

1) 
any dashes, trailing zeros, or slashes are present

2)
if not left justified. 

3)
any special characters are present.

Use the following error message ‘130 FATAL ERR - INVALID ENTRY NUMBER FORMAT for invalid entries.’


     9. Transportation Reference Number (AESTIR SC3)

Verify that the Transportation Reference Number is not missing. Use the following error message ‘170 FATAL ERR – MISSING BOOKING NUMBER’. (Since only in-tranits can go by vessel and the booking number is mandatory for vessel items method of transportation 10, 11 or 12).

  10. Estimated Date of Export (AESTIR SC1), Country of Ultimate Destination (AESTIR SC1)

         Verify that the Estimated Date of Export is within

         the range of the begin and end dates for the

         reported Country Code (two-character ISO Country 

         Code).  Use the following error message ‘328 WARN

         ERR - OUTDATED COUNTRY CODE’.

Apply the same edits currently in AES to the following 7513 data elements.

I.   Country of Ultimate Destination 

a) Verify that the ISO Country Code is not missing and use the following error message  ‘119 FATAL ERR - MISS CNTRY OF ULT DESTINATION’ for missing items.  

b) Verify that the ISO Country Code is a valid ISO Country that matches the ISO Country List including valid dates in the Edit Reference Tables. The Country of Ultimate Destination must be reported using the two-character alphabetic ISO Country Code. Use the following error message ‘120 FATAL ERR - INVALID CNTRY OF ULT DESTINATION’ for invalid items.

c) Reject as invalid if   1) ‘US’ is reported in CNTRY OF ULT DESTINATION. Use the following error message ‘120 FATAL ERR - INVALID CNTRY OF ULT DESTINATION’.

d) Verify that the Country of Ultimate Destination is not on the list of countries under sanction.  Use the following error message ‘327 WARN ERR - SANCTION ON COUNTRY OF ULT DEST’.  

    II.   Correction Flag (Header)


a)
Verify that the Header Correction Flag contains “C” (when changing a shipment), or a “D” (when deleting a shipment) or ‘ ‘ (blank).  Use the following error message ‘113 FATAL ERR - INVALID HEADER CORRECTION FLAG.’

b)
Allow corrections for 7513’s via a ‘C’ or ‘D’ flag. When the Header Correction Flag is reported as ‘C’, for change or ‘D’, for delete, validate that the Transmitter ID and Shipper’s Reference Number match the number on the original ‘ADD’ shipment.  If shipment not found, reject using the following error message ‘112 FATAL ERR - EXPORT TRANS NUMBER NOT FOUND.’  

c)  
When the header correction flag is blank (an add), verify that the Transmitter ID and Shipper’s Reference Number is not on file in AES in the last five years.  If found, use the following error message ‘111 FATAL ERR – DUP EXPORT TRANSACTION NUMBER’. 

III. Conveyance Name (AESTIR SC1) 

a)
Verify that for vessel MOT’s (10 11 or 12) the Conveyance Name must not be missing.  If missing, use the following error message ‘330 WARN ERR – MISSING CONVEYANCE NAME.’

b)
Verify that for vessel MOT’s (10 11 or 12) the Conveyance Name must not be ‘Vessel’.  If ‘Vessel’ is reported, use the following error message ‘331 WARN ERR - INVALID CONVEYANCE NAME.’

IV.
Vessel Flag (optional)(AESTIR SC1)

Issue the following warning message when the Mode of Transportation is Ocean and the Vessel Flag is not a valid ISO country code (with valid dates) in the edit reference tables.  Use the following error message ‘333 WARN ERR - INVALID VESSEL FLAG.’

I. Port of Unlading (AESTIR SC1)

When the MOT is ‘10’, ‘11’ or ‘12’ (vessel), verify that the Port of Unlading is a valid Schedule K port.

a)
If the Port of Unlading is missing,  reject the shipment and use ‘121 FATAL ERR - MISSING PORT OF UNLADING’ for missing ports.

b)
Reject as invalid if the Port of  Unlading does not match the USCS FOREIGN PORT LIST in the Edit References Table.   Use the following error message ‘122 FATAL ERR - INVALID PORT OF UNLADING’.

c)
Verify that the Estimated Date of Export is within the range of the begin and end dates for the reported Port of Unlading.  Use the following error message ‘329 WARN ERR - OUTDATED PORT OF UNLADNG’.  

Remove the edit that requires Puerto Rican (PR) country items to have a Schedule D code in this field

II. Port of Exportation (AESTIR SC1)

a)
Verify that the US Port of Exportation is not missing and use the following error message for missing ports ‘123 FATAL ERR - MISSING PORT OF EXPORTATION’. 

b)
Verify that the Port of Exportation is a valid Schedule D port.  Reject as invalid if the Port of Exportation does not match the USCS PORT LIST with valid dates in the Edit References Table.   Use the following error message ‘124 FATAL ERR - INVALID PORT OF EXPORTATION’ for invalid ports.

d) Verify that the US Port of Exportation is a valid Schedule D Port for vessel method of transportation (10, 11 or 12). Reject as a warning if the Port of  Exportation does not match the USCS PORT LIST for vessel shipments in the Edit References Table.   Use the following warning message: 334 WARN ERR-INVALID PORT OF EXP FOR VESSEL.

III. Estimated Date of Export (AESTIR SC1) 

a) Verify that the Estimated Date of Export from US is not missing.  Use the following error message ‘043 FATAL ERR - Reject shipment missing Est. Date of Export’.  

b)
Verify that the Estimated Date of Export is valid. Reject as invalid if: 1) Date of Export into US contains any non-numeric characters.  2) Estimated Date of  Export from US does not conform to the format in century/year/month/day or YYYYMMDD.  Use the following error message: ‘044 FATAL ERR - Reject shipment invalid Est. Date of Export’.
c)
Reject as a warning message when the when the Estimated Date of Export/Arrival exceeds 90 days from the current system date. Use the same warning message . AES 354 WARN ERR - UNLIKELY DATE OF EXPORT.

IV. Hazmat Indicator (AESTIR SC1)


a) Verify that the Hazmat Indicator is not missing and use the following error message for missing codes ‘125 FATAL ERR - MISSING HAZMAT INDICATOR’.

b) Verify that the Hazmat Indicator is valid and contains a ‘Y’or an ‘N’.  Use the following error message for invalid codes: ‘126 FATAL ERR - INVALID HAZMAT INDICATOR.

V. Line Number (AESTIR CL1)

a)
Verify that the Line Number is numeric.  Use the following error message for non-numeric lines ‘015 FATAL ERR NON-NUMERIC LINE NUMBER’.  

b)
When the Line Correction Flag is blank ‘ ‘ or an ‘A’ (for new line Items), verify the line number being reported does not exist on file.  If found on file, use the following error message ‘116 FATAL ERR - DUPLICATE LINE NUMBER’.

c)
When the Line Correction Flag is a ‘C’ or ‘D’ (an update to a line), verify the line item exits. If not found, use the following error message ‘115 FATAL ERR – LINE NUMBER NOT FOUND’.   

d)
When the Line Correction Flag is blank ‘ ‘ (for new shipments) verify at least one commodity line exists.  Use the following error message ‘155 FATAL ERR - MISSING COMMODITY LINES.’

VI. Commodity Description (AESTIR CL1)

a)
Verify that the Commodity Description is not too general and does not contain ‘FAK’, ‘Freight of All Kinds’ or ‘Other’.  Use the following error message ‘181 FATAL ERR – INVALID COMMODITY DESCRIPTION’.

b)
Verify that the Commodity Description is not missing.  Use the following error message ‘339 WARN ERR - MISSING COMMODITY DESCRIPTION’.

VII. Line Correction Flag (AESTIR CL1)

Allow corrections for 7513’s via a ‘C’ or ‘D’ flag.  This includes: 

a) creating a fatal error when an attempt is made to delete a Commodity line that cannot be deleted.  Use the following error message  025 FATAL ERR -COMMODITY CANNOT BE DELETED. 

b) When the Line Correction Flag is reported as C, for change or D, for delete, validate that the Shipper’s Reference Number is valid and on file in AES.  Use the following error message 112 FATAL ERR - EXPORT TRANS NUMBER NOT FOUND. 

c) Verify that the Line Correction flag contains  a “blank” when adding a shipment, “C” when changing a shipment, or “D” when deleting a shipment. Use the same error message 114 FATAL ERR - INVALID LINE CORRECTION FLAG.

             XII. Shipment Reference Number 

Verify that Shipment Reference Number is not missing.
